2008 Club Champion 

This is the second year that we have crowned a club champion.  

The club champion designation was created in 2007 to identify 

the club shooter who performed the best over all four shooting 

disciplines offered at Sportsmanôs Park (doubles, singles, 

handicap, wobble).
