We can witness a child having done something and then, almost
immediately the child comes over and tells us what we saw.
Why is it, what they tell us doesn’t always match what we saw?!

This reoccurring situation has prompted an internal question
from many a parent or grandparent over the years, “Am I
supposed to believe you or my lying eyes?” Are there really
two sides to every story? But, here’s the rub, sometimes you
need to really believe in or at least consider what the child is
telling you to be true.

This month’s article is discussing the challenging topic of Eye
Dominance. While mainly directed toward the newer shooter,
the comments may be useful to the experienced shooter who
may be considering converting to/from one-eyed shooting to see
the target. Let’s also establish a little common ground on the
point of eye dominance and one vs. two eyed shooting.

One Eye or Two?

With diverse, sometimes polarized opinions on the subject of
one vs. two eyes to point (not aim) a shotgun, the use of both
eyes to shoot a target, does not improve your chances of hitting
the target by 100% over a one-eyed shooter and similarly the
use of one eye does not decrease your chance of hitting a target
by 50%. Ironically, using both eyes can actually reduce your
chances of hitting the target and the reason is your EYES. One
eyed shooters can only have the one “dominant” eye looking
down the barrel... we hope.

Right or Left Eye?

We consider ourselves right or left-handed, few of us are truly
ambidextrous — the same with our eyes. Using two eyes, we
need to determine which is our dominant eye. Just because
you’re right handed does not necessarily mean you’re right eye
dominant. And add to that, eye dominance can change over
time! To determine which is your dominant eye, we can use a
simple test and here’s the good news, it won’t cost you a penny,
just a little bit of your time and help from a good friend.

Dominant Eye Test

The test requires the use of both hands. With outstretched arms
parallel to the ground, bring your hands together slowly
overlapping both thumbs, creating a relatively small triangle
with both index fingers. Now, this is where the good friend
part comes in... have them stand about twenty five (25) feet in
front of you. Focusing on your friend’s nose, bring your hands
up so you are looking through the triangle you made... and ask
them which eye they see, this should be your dominant eye.

No friend to help (sorry!), here’s what you can do...

...CoMoMWZ
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Pick a spot off in the distance. Repeat the above procedure
while you’re focusing on that spot in the distance. Slowly bring
your hands to your face while keeping focused on the object.
When your hands reach your face, which eye was doing the
looking?!

Cross Dominance?

If you’re right handed, but the left eye won the test or vice-
versa, congratulations, you’ve got cross-dominant vision — not
the end of the world, but you‘ve got some more work to do.
Why do we need to fix this? Well, you can’t hit what you can’t
see correctly, consistently. Basically, you’re not looking down
the barrel... you’re looking along the side of the barrel with the
strong eye — the one which needs to be looking down the top of
the barrel.

What are our options to fix this? There are two cost effective
choices to experiment with - whatever works, because it’s about
what works best for YOU.

Solutions for Cross Dominance

Start with the simplest, shoot one eyed. No harm, no foul. A lot
of good shooters are one-eyed shooters, champions even. One
eyed shooters do suffer from some lack of depth perception, but
with more practice and/or coaching, one-eyed shooting works.
The second option is to weaken the dominant eye.

With ABSOLUTE CERTAINTY that your firearm is empty,
employ the aid of a friend or family member. We’ll try and
partially obscure the vision of the dominant eye.

Using one of the three following items, baby oil, clear “scotch”
tape, or a commercially available device like a “Magic Dot”
system, mount the shotgun with finger off the trigger and look
down the barrel as if you are ready to call for a target. Have
your friend/family mark your lens where the pupil of your
dominant eye is located. This can be easily done with a
“Sharpie” marking pen.

Setting your shotgun aside, grab the baby oil. Using your
finger, smear a light coat of baby oil around the mark on your
lens. This should not cover the whole lens - approximate the
size of “nickel” (3/4”) over the area of the lenses mark. If you
prefer, use “scotch” tape by cutting it into a “nickel-size” circle,
fingerprinting the heck out of it, centering the tape circle about
the dot. Lastly you can purchase one of the commercially
available “dot” systems, following their directions. While we
tried to offer the simplest, cost effective solutions to compensate
for cross eye dominance, there are other possible options.

More Options?!

Rib “add-ons” can shield the bead(s) to prevent double vision.
There are “bead” replacements using long “light pipes” which
can replace your rib’s white beads.

More drastic solutions can involve shooting with your shotgun
mounted to your dominant eye’s side (changing from a “rightie”

conti nued toa “leftie”, and we can leave the politics out of that

discussion!) - can it be done? Absolutely! With patience,
practice and persistence you can make that work. And we’re
not even touching on the subject of costly stock reconfiguration.

If your shooting has been suffering and you can’t pin-point the
problem, start with your eyes. I’ve tried to present some of
easier, cost-effective options to solve potential cross-eye
dominance problems. Let me know how I can help!
