ATA Corner 

Those of you who have been fans of the Naperville Trapshooter 

for a few years might remember the ATA Corner column from a 

few years back.  Now that we are throwing a few registered 

targets at Naperville Sportsman’s club I thought it might be 

good to resurrect the column. 

 
2009 ATA Shoots at Sportsman’s Park in Naperville 

We have plans to hold three registered shoots this year.  It’s still 

early and plans can change, but I expect we’ll offer the same 

program for all three shoots.  100 singles in a targets-only 

format (no trophies), and then possibly a handicap event if there 

is enough interest.  These target-only shoots are a good, low 

pressure way to get indoctrinated to the ATA and shooting 

registered targets, since you’ll be shooting at your home club 

with guys and gals that you already know.  The dates chosen 

are: 

 

 Sunday, April 26 

 Sunday, June 28 

 Sunday, August 30 

 

The cost for shooting ATA registered targets is the same as for 

regular shooting the Sportsman’s Park, just target fees and 

ammunition.  There is a $2 daily fee that is charged by the ATA, 

and a $1 per 100 targets fee charged by the Illinois State Trap 

Association.  In addition to the daily fees, you must be a 

member of the ATA and the Illinois State Trap Association.  

These memberships are $20 and $10 respectively, and cover a 

year beginning on September 1 and running thru August 31.

ATA Rule Review – No Target 

The ATA rulebook has a rule to cover most every situation.  

Some of the most misquoted and misunderstood center around 

the “No Target” rule, which attempts to identify the situations in 

which the shooter is not required to shoot at a target and/or will 

be given a second chance to shoot at a target. 

 

For single-target events, here are the rules governing a “no 

target” situation: 

 

1. When the target is thrown broken, regardless of the 

result of any shot fired. 

2. When a whole target appears on the call of the shooter 

along with target debris. 

3. When a contestant shoots out of turn. A contestant who 

does not shoot in regular order is “out of turn” and the 

results are not scored. 

4. When two contestants fire at the same target.

5. When the trap is sprung without any call of pull, or 

when it is sprung at any material interval of time before 

or after the call of the contestant, provided the 

contestant does not fire. If the contestant fires, the 

result must be scored. 

6. When two targets are thrown at the same time 

regardless of whether the contestant fires. 

7. When an “illegal” target is thrown, which is a target 

that is not within the prescribed angle or height limits 

for single target shooting, or what is known as a 

“flipper” or “freak” target is thrown, which is a target 

that may have slipped out of the carrier of the trap or 

one not properly placed on the trap, provided the 

contestant does not fire at it. If the contestant fires, the 

result must be scored. 

8. When a target whose color is markedly different from 

that of the others is thrown, and the contestant does not 

fire. If the contestant fires, the result must be scored. 

 

The first two are the most common occurrences.  Basically, if 

the target comes out of the house broken or even if it appears to 

be whole but there are other pieces of target that come with it, 

it’s a “no target”.  You MUST shoot again, regardless of the 

outcome of your shot.  Rules three and four are less common, 

but do happen.  Remember, if someone shoots out of turn, once 

the proper order is resumed the person who shot out of turn 

must shoot again, and the results of the shot taken when out of 

turn do not count.  Rule five covers an early or late pull, and this 

is far less frequent now that most facilities use voice-activated 

release systems.  Rules seven and eight allow the shooter the 

option of shooting at the target, and if a shot is fired then the 

results must be scored, but the shooter still has the option of not 

shooting at a target that fits the description of rule seven or 

eight.
