night. 

 

The format of the league makes it friendly for shooters of all 

skill levels, so the league is a perfect excuse to come to the 

range each week and work on improving your game.  Itôs an 

individual league, and shooters are placed into one of five 

classes based on average score so youôll be competing against 

shooters with similar ability levels. 

 

Thereôs no need to pre-register, just come out on Thursday, 

April 2
rd
.  Registration is $15 per shooter (non-members are 

$20), and that covers the cost of trophies for the league as well 

as food on the last night of the league for all of the shooters.  

The only other cost is the usual target/shell fees for your league 

rounds.

Kenn Miller candidate for re-election to Naperville City Council 

 

Kenn Miller has been a resident of Naperville since the end of

He was Vice Chairman of the Wheatland 

Township Republican Organization, Precinct Committeeman of 

the Year for his work in Precinct 21 and is now Precinct 38

management, Kenn formed a consulting practice that focuses on 

interim management, sales and marketing. Kenn has a Master of 

Business Administration from Lake Forest Graduate School of 

Management and a Bachelor of Science, Pre-Medicine, from the 

University of Iowa, Iowa City.
