It should not be surprising that shooting sportsmen and women 

fish and within our ranks, a number of Sportsman’s Club 

members have shared their passion for fishing with flies.  On 

any given day a member will pass through my doors at Orvis to 

pick up their complimentary fly-of-the-month. 

 

I just returned from south Florida where I spent 10 days 

enjoying mixed weather.  While on vacation, I took advantage 

of the timing to enroll and attend one of the few remaining 

Orvis’ Saltwater Fly Fishing Schools held in the Keys for this 

season.  Two days of programming included casting heavy 

weight rods, how to choose the right equipment, knot tying 

seminars, discussions about fish species, entomology and 

appropriate flies.

I was privileged to attend the NRA/ATA Shotgun Coach 

School held in Morris IL on April 4
th

 & 5
th

 hosted by members 

of the Downers Grove Sportsman’s Club.  Nearly twenty-five 

(25) folks registered for this two-day program. 

 

Many familiar faces were in the class.  Men and women from 

Naperville, Downers Grove, Maywood, St. Charles and other 

area clubs were in attendance.  To enroll, students had to have 

significant trapshooting experience or be an existing NRA 

Certified Shotgun Instructor. 

 

Adding another dimension to the NRA Certified Shotgun 

Instructor program, the Level One Coach credential, takes an 

instructor program and broadens the scope by adding lesson 

development and longer term relationship components, while 

also qualifying an individual to work within the SCTP & AIM 

programs targeted to young people. 

 

Topics included development and implementation of lesson 

plans, coaching methodology, risk management, training 

techniques, administrative issues, concluding with an extensive 

written test and on-range role-playing to help put classroom 

theory into action.  Most of the “coaches” queried, expect to use 

the program as a “spring board” to develop an SCTP and/or 

AIM program. 

 

Graduates of the weekend-length program will receive three-

year credentialing from both the National Rifle Association 

and Amateur Trapshooting Association.  Similar to the NRA 

Certified Instructor program, the NRA/ATA Coach credential 

has minimum activity standards to be maintained. 

 

While youth programs are important programs to the future of 

our avocation, my focus may be the many adults who could 

benefit from working on their fundamentals.  If nothing else, it 

will give me greater insight to better develop my own.
