Shooting Complexri San Antonio, Texas in early April to participate

in the Amateur Trapshooting Association Southwestern Grand
tournament. The Southwestern Grand is contested over nine days, and
features 24 events that total 2,500 targets. The tournament started on
Satuday, April 10 anulpd edaa yusr evdi tthwot
target events (t§ard singles, handicapnd doubleseach day.

Monday, April 12 began two days of preliminary events, also with

three 10&target events each day. The high overall competitioarbeg

on Wednesday, April 14 and ran thru Sunday, April 18. The HOA
consists of 12 events and 1,300 targets, including the three
championship events on the final weekend.

The Southwestern Grand attracts shooters from across the United States
and Canada. Hre were shooters from as far away as Alaska, shooters
from the Canadian provinces including Nova Scotia, as well as a
shooter or two from Great Britain. The Southwestern Grand is known
as a premier shoot and attracts shooters with a terrific faciltg/pfo
vendors, great food esite, and plenty of RV spots for those that travel
to shoots in their RV. They also stage the largest number of events of
any of the satellite grand tournaments, and provide the largest number
of trophies. They also throw a&Xasstyle BBQ for all shooters and

their guests on Saturday night at no charge, and havawgiags

during the dinner that includes cases of shells and certificates for
gunsmithing services at many of the-site vendors at the facility.
