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                Station Four     

       Head then Shoulder Your Mount 

In my continuing series on instruction and fundamentals, I am 

tackling the topic of ñmountingò the shotgun.  As an instructor 

and shooter Iôve found that poor gun mount has discouraged 

more than a few new shooters from continuing with the shooting 

sports.  Why? 

 

All too often new shooters are overly focused on hitting targets 

as opposed to developing a good solid gun mount.  The new 

shooter takes a slap to the face or excessive recoil to the 

shoulderé and OUCH!!!  The result might be a reddened 

cheek, a blackened eye or bruised shoulder and I have seen óem 

all. 

 

Take a good look at any shooting line.  More shooters have it 

wrong than right.  I include experienced shooters who compete.  

If one wants to know why theyôve lost a target, the first place to 

look is the gun mount. 

 

The gun mount is one of the most important things to practice.  

Form, technique, and fit all impact consistency.  If one is not 

consistent here, we cannot expect to be consistent with the 

targets. 

 

In American Trap, we use an ñAmericanò style, pre-mounted 

gun before the call of the target.   One way to determine whether 

or not one is consistently mounting the gun in the same place is 

to examine your shooting shirt or vest ï is one spot on the 

shoulder showing predominately more wear?!  What should we 

strive for in a ñgoodò mount? 

 

With ñhead erectò the shotgun should move slowly to the cheek, 

only then should the shotgun be pulled into the shoulderôs 

pocket.  Once in the pocket, the cheekbone should be pressed 

firmly onto the comb.  I teach my students to firmly believe in 

dynamic tension.  With shotgun mounted and pulled hard into 

the shoulder, we becoming one with the firearm. 

 

What we tend to see, more often than not, is moving the shotgun 

to the shoulder first, laying the head over the stockôs comb as if 

itôs a pillow with a final tilt of the head at some unusual 

inclination.  Add in the typical bobble of the shotgun muzzle, 

we see that the butt pad never made it to the pocket ï itôs on the 

shoulder or the arm.  A poor gun mount hinders our move to the 

target. 

 

Ideally, the head should not be tilted or angled when placed on 

the comb.  The eyes should be horizontal. If you find yourself 

looking out the inner corner of your shooting glasses, the head is 

tilted to one side and indicates your mount may require some 

adjustment. 

 

Targets fly within three dimensions.  To hit a target, the brain 

must coordinate what we see and instruct our body parts to work 

together to move the shotgun into position.    A ñtiltò of the  

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

head, makes interception of the target a more complicated 

calculation.  Remember from my previous article; expend as 

little extra energy as possible to ensure you make it to the finish 

line!  Letôs move on to the positioning of the hands. 

 

The hand located on the forend should be positioned to allow 

the arm to be bent at a forty-five degree angle at the elbow.  The 

elbow of the forearm should then angle forty-five degrees 

toward the ground.  The hand located at the butt stock should 

allow for correct trigger finger placement - the fi rst joint of your 

index finger in firm contact with the trigger with the grip firm, 

but comfortable.  If the stock fits well, one should find the aft 

arm also bent at a forty-five degree angle at the elbow, but with 

the arm held horizontal.  With the arm above or below 

horizontal, the gun will either ñcantò or limit your ability to 

move to the target. 

 

The squeezing of the trigger is aggressive - we ñslapò it.  The 

grip of the forend should be firm, with an index finger pointing 

toward the target.  Find a reference point for your hand so the 

grip of the forend can be easily repeated. 

 

Lastly, should you consider getting ñfitò and having a custom 

stock made?!  Possibly.  Most factory stocks are designed to fit 

an ñaverageò person (who exactly is that?!).  Many guns, 

without adjustable combs or pads, can easily have combs cut 

and adjustable pads installed to allow for a degree of 

personalization.  While not a substitute for a custom-made 

stock, itôs a start. 

 

Before racing off and spending money for a custom stock or 

having your existing stock enhanced, learn to mount a shotgun 

correctly.  Mounting a shotgun correctly isnôt just for the 

competition shooter; itôs for the recreational shooter who wants 

to enjoy breaking targets.  Learning to mount a shotgun 

correctly will help reduce perceived recoil and ensure a good 

move to the target, breaking more targets consistently.
