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Trapshooting with an International Flair

As many of you know, late last year club member Art Jablonski
accepted an assignment foonk that required him to move to
Bangal or e, I ndia for two years
considerations when moving to Bangalore was finding out if

there was anyplace that he would be able to shoot trap. Luckily
for Art, there is a shooting facility locatéd Bangalore that is

part of the Sports Authority of India. However, once in India,

Art found that getting to shoot a few rounds of trap was going to
take more than just a little work.

The range is run by the Karnataka State Rifle Association
(Bangaloras located in the Karnataka State of India). In order
to shoot at the range you have to be a member of the KSRA.
Art has been working since January to complete the necessary
paperwork to become a member. He was required to provide
recommendations froniné police commissioner and three

along the way. The KSRA has 1,200 members, and at the end
of June Art cleared all the hurdles and they now have their first
nortindian member. The duesea2500 Rupees, or around $55
per year.

In India they shoot International Trap, like what is shot in the

Ol ympi cs. ltdés similar to Ame
shooting positions, but in International Trap the targets are

thrown from a bunker thias below ground level, and the bunker
contains 15 trap machinéghree for each of the five shooting
stations.

The firearms and ammo are handled by the armory at the
facility. There is no charge for members to use the fire&rms
Art used a Beretta 682/er/under on his first trip. However,
Art said the sigrout procedure for getting the firearm was
pretty slow, and commented that the logbook looked like the
Dead Sea Scrolls.

Targets cost around $2.75 per round (5 Rupees per target), while
shells gdfor nearly $13 per box (24 Rupees per shell). The

shells are International loads, 24 grams of 7.5 shot (slightly less
than 7/8' of anounce), and the speed is over 1300 fps

(compared with regular trap loads which are usually 1150 fps to
1250 fps). Therés also a Diesel Gratuity of around $2 (100
Rupees) per visit to cover the cost of running the diesel
generator that powers the facility.

Art said that you call the range about an hour in advance of your
arrival and they will have a field setup for shiagtby the time

you arrive. They have voice activated target releases, but they
provide someone to hold your shells while you shoot and pick

up the empties when you eject them, and also to cheer you on as
you shoot.
